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Average Daily Population in DOC Institutions

The average number of Virginia state responsible offenders incarcerated in DOC
institutions in August 2010 was 30,956. This is a 0.3% increase from the 30,873
average inmate population in custody last month and a 3.9% decrease from the
average population (32,213) reported one year ago. In August 2010, the
average number of out of state offenders housed in contract beds was 1,053.
The total average daily population (ADP) in DOC institutions was 32,009
offenders.

Community Corrections Caseload

The end of month Probation & Parole caseload for August 2010 was 59,508.
This was a 0.2% decrease from the 59,652 reported for last month and a 1.1%
decrease from the 60,174 reported one year ago.
