By MOTION duly made by Ms. Maxey, seconded by Dr. Davis-Wagner and unanimously affirmed by the show of hands of five Board members present and voting (Cahill, Maxey, Davis-Wagner, Killilea, Terry), the Board approved the following:

The Board of Corrections approves the suspension of Department of Corrections Certification Audits for local jails that have been accredited by American Correctional Association and have provided appropriate documentation to the DOC Compliance and Accreditation Unit.  Jails subject to this policy must be fully accredited by ACA with any changes in accreditation status provided to the Department and Board of Corrections.

Ms. Maxey discussed the Minimum Standards for Jails and Lockups noting that the public comment date has been changed to end April 26, 2002; therefore, the Board may sign off on this in the May meeting.  With approval in May, the effective date of the regulations would then be July 17, 2002.
